STAFF OF MOSES

Margaret Silf is one of my favor ite 
wr iters. She lives in England and has 
wr itten some lovely books on 
spir ituality. In a recent ar ticle in 
Amer ica, (a Jesuit publication), she 
reminisces about ter ror ism events both 
in her  country and in ours. 
 
L isa and Louise had never  met until the 
morning of July 7th, 2005. They sat next 
to each other  on the top deck of the No. 
30 bus in London. I t blew up from a 
ter ror ist bomb. Both survived the blast 
but one lost eyesight and the other  
hear ing. They became eyes and ears for  
each other . A fr iendship began and 
would endure. But it was forged in hell. 
The question is of course, could 
something good come out of such 
horror? Was God present where He 
seemed to be conspicuously absent? 
 
Four  years ear lier , when the Wor ld 
Trade Center  was ruined, a young 
nurse was called upon to tend to a man 
in his 20’s. He was either  in shock or  
brain damaged. As their  eyes met, a 
glimmer of identification shone through 
in his eyes and slowly two large tears 
formed channels down his ash-layered 
face. Words were not spoken. Words 
were not possible. She simply reached 
out and touched his tears. Through time 
his story was told. The nurse listened in 
silence. And she faced her  own 
helplessness – and stayed with it. 
 
In a wor ld where per fection is not only 
sought but is also expected in the 
seeming control of life, such an 
awareness can be fr ightening. But it is 
then that the miracle  can happen. As 
Moses stood before the hard rock, staff 
in hand, with a thirsting people beside 
him. he too was called to face the ter ror  
with his own sense of dread. And Faith! 
He struck the rock. And life-giving 
water  emerged. 
 
We, like Moses, are called to draw for th 
fresh water , new beginnings, new 

visions and new relationships out of  the 
hard rocks of life’s ter rors and 
betrayals. Dare to look from the raw 
edges of life at the Calvary truth of 
wholeness out of brokenness. Moses’  
Staff in still in our hands. Do we batter 
the problem or touch the tears?
